Felix Torres-Burgos of Pemberton/Willingboro passed away on Thursday,
November 12, 2015 in his sleep, surrounded by his family. He was 96. 

 

Born and raised in Orocovis, Puerto Rico, Felix was 1 of 9 children. He served
in the US Army for over 20 years. He served in the 65th Infantry Regiment
(Borinqueneers) and the 3rd Infantry Division during WW II and the Korean
War. Felix was a decorated veteran and a Purple Heart recipient. After his
retirement from the Army he worked at the Fort Dix Commissary for over 20
years. 

 

He is survived by his beloved wife of 64 years Mercedes; the father of the late
Ana Rosa Torres, Eda Negron and Juan Ramon Torres. He is survived by 5
children: Felix L. Torres, Jr. (Milagros), Felix M. Torres (Sharon Anderson),
Mary Evelyn Torres, Edwin Torres (Cheryl), & Mercedes Torres-Rohwer;
