 HE WAS A TALENTED MUSICIAN AND COULD PLAY MULTIPLE
INSTRUMENTS BUT MOSTLY ENJOYED SITTING AROUND WITH HIS
FAMILY AND FRIENDS SINGING AND PLAYING THE PIANO.
