Mr. Sauter was drafted into the Army in 1952 and obtained the rank of
Corporal. He fought in the Korean War during the Battle of Pork Chop Hill. In
May of 1953 he was wounded and received the Purple Heart Medal. After his
discharge in 1954, he was active assisting the needs of Veterans the rest of
his life. He was Post Commander of Mount Holly VFW #2692, a lifelong
member of American Legion Post #294 in Pemberton, and past trustee of



Westampton AMVATS Post #79. Later in his life he enjoyed military reunions
and became an officer of the 7th Infantry Division Assoc. and the 17th Infantry
Regiment. He loved history and sharing stories with all who would listen.
After his separation from the army, he was employed by GLF-Agway in
Bordentown for 38 years and after retiring from there, he worked for the State
of New Jersey at Brig. General William Doyle Veterans’ Memorial Cemetery.
He took pride in working hard his entire life and relished the friends he made
along the way.
