
Leona I. Lovenduski

Leona I. Lovenduski, of Columbus, passed away on Thursday, December 22,
2011 at her home. She was 88. 
Born in Columbus in 1923, she graduated from Columbus Elementary School,
Bordentown High School, and received a BS degree from Seton Hall
University and later became an RN from St. Francis Hospital in Trenton. Ms.
Lovenduski had also achieved a Masters Degree in Psychiatric Nursing from
the University of Florida. 
She had served in the United States Army Medical Corp as a 2nd Lieutenant
during 1945 & 1946 and continued her career at Memorial Hospital in Mount
Holly, then Lyons Veterans Hospital in North Jersey, and then Brentwood
Veterans Hospital in California where she was Chief Administrator for over
thirty years. Leona retired to Sedona, Arizona where she resided for twenty
five years before moving back to Columbus in 2005. She was a Member of St.
Andrews Church, Jobstown & an active member of St. Andrews Altar Rosary
Society. 
Daughter of the late Eleanor and Joseph Lovenduski; she was the youngest
girl of fourteen brothers and sisters and is survived by one brother, Robert
Lovenduski of Columbus; and many nieces and nephews. 
A recitation of the rosary will be held 11 am at St. Andrew’s R.C. Church, 2489
Monmouth Rd., Jobstown, NJ 08041 followed by a Requiem Mass. Interment
will follow at the Laurel Hill Cemetery, Burlington. A viewing will be held Friday
from 9:00 to 10:30 am at Perinchief Chapels, 438 High St., Mt. Holly.
