Mary Stokes Phillips, Jobstown: Mary Stokes Phillips (Mimi), age 86, of
Jobstown, New Jersey, passed away on Sunday, June 21, 2020, having spent
precious time with her family. Her health had declined in the last two years
and she finally sucumbed to COPD and lung cancer. Mimi was born Mary
Cheston Stokes on September 20, 1933. The daughter of the late William

She was
very involved with the Girl Scouts, serving first as an assistant troop leader
and later she volunteered for special projects within the organization. She also



loved spending time at her beach house in Holgate, NJ and many Princeton

parties and reunions.

In addition to her husband, brother, children, and son-in-law Jeff, Mimi is
survived by her grandaughter Haley Hunt, sister-in-law Lydia P. Sudler, sister-
in-law Alice B. Garman, and many nieces and nephews.
