Born in Burlington, NJ, Nick was a longtime Westampton resident. He was a
graduate of Rancocas Valley Regional High School and farmed on his land in
Westampton and later in Chesterfield, NJ. In addition to farming, he owned
and operated Russo’s Liquor Store from 1957-2007. Nick was a member of
the Westampton Planning Board for 40 years from 1956-1996 and was also a
former member of the Board of Directors of the Trenton Farmers Market.
