Baptist Church in Mount Holly from 1978-1989, and Visitation Pastor for First
Baptist Church of Pemberton. He was a member of the Golden Jubilee Band
from Epworth Methodist Church in Philadelphia, a Boy Scout Leader, and was
also the Production Manager of the Beach Haven Times & Beacon
newspapers.
