Richard M. Hibbard of Frederica, Delaware, passed away on Monday,
December 23, 2019 at Virtua Lourdes Hospital in Camden. He was 74. 

 

Born in Camden, Rich was a 1963 graduate of Collingswood High School. He
worked for Campbell’s Soup in the billing department and Frito Lay as a
delivery truck driver to start his career. He then worked in sales for
telecommunications for most of his life and was currently the Regional Sales
Manager for Tactical Public Safety. A longtime Eastampton resident, he and
his wife moved to Delaware 11 years ago. They were longtime members of
Easton Bible Church in Hainesport and the Faith Community Church since
moving to Delaware. He enjoyed singing in the choir at both churches, softball
with the church league and golfing whenever he could.
